BILL NO. 120-01

INTRODUCED BY: Director Jess Haelewyn, Student Bar Association

A BILL TO: Amend the Student Bar Association Constitution to incorporate guidelines regarding possible spring 1L elections in response to changes within the 1L scheduling process.

WHEREAS, the Office of Student Engagement in conjunction with Dean Payne have introduce a new 1L scheduling procedure that allows 1Ls to switch/choose the section that they would like to be in for the second semester of their first year,

WHEREAS, 1L SBA Section Reps who are enrolled in a different section than the one they were enrolled in for their first semester would be unable to adequately fulfill their duties of being an SBA Section Rep for their previous section,

WHEREAS, 1L SBA Section Reps should have to forfeit their position as 1L Section Rep and instead hold the position of an SBA At-Large Representative so that the SBA can timely fill their position with another current SBA member for the vacant position,

WHEREAS, the vacant position should be filled by an SBA member who is enrolled in the vacant section (the section without a 1L SBA Section Rep)

WHEREAS, a constitutional amendment is necessary to allow for the forfeiture of a position and the timely election of a new 1L SBA Section Rep to adequately fulfill the required duties under the SBA Constitution,

WHEREAS, this bill is being introduced pursuant to SBA Constitution Article IV in order to initiate this process;

The Michigan State University College of Law Student Bar Association:

THEREFORE RESOLVES, to amend Article IV, Section B to read as follows:

3) Miscellaneous Procedures

a) There shall be absentee ballots available in the Registrar’s Office for those students who are not able to vote during regularly scheduled elections.

b) The Election Coordinator(s) shall bring any discrepancies or problems with elections or election procedures before the Faculty Advisor.

c) The SBA may concurrently conduct the elections for the Graduating Class Officers (President, Vice President, Treasurer, & Communications Director) on behalf of the Fall and Spring Graduating Classes.

i. The procedures (petitions, who can vote, etc.) will mirror those for the Class Representative Elections.
d) If a 1L SBA Section Representative chooses to enroll in a different section for the second semester of their 1L year, they must inform the Executive Board before the first meeting of the second semester.

i. Upon enrolling in a different section the 1L SBA Section Rep therefore automatically forfeits their position as 1L SBA Section Rep and immediately retains the position of an SBA At-Large Representative

ii. All other SBA senators from the resulting vacant section shall be informed (before the first meeting of the Spring Semester) of the vacancy and given the opportunity to run in a special election for the 1L SBA Section Rep position at the first General Board Meeting of the Spring Semester.

iii. The election guidelines will follow those in accordance with Article IV, Section B(1)(b)-(c) which helps to maintain that all SBA Senators are elected for a full year, and that the SBA Board (which was elected by the student body) will elect the most suitable candidate for the vacant position.

iv. If a situation presents itself that there are no SBA senators available or willing to fill the position of 1L SBA Section Rep, the previous 1L SBA Section Rep will be charged with maintaining their duties to their section to the best of their ability (with the help of the Communications Director, if need be).
